· General Psychology Laboratory (PSY 1131)

· Statistical Methods (STAT 3143)

· One developmental psychology course

· Overall minimum GPA of 3.00 in psychology
· Cumulative GPA of at least 2.75
· At least sophomore standing

Students not meeting the minimum criteria stated above may appeal to have their status 

reviewed in light of additional evidence. 
To make application, submit the following materials together in one e-mail to sgrant@snu.edu:

· A completed application form (included within this document)
· A goals statement 
· An APA writing sample 
In addition, have the following two recommendations e-mailed to sgrant@snu.edu personally by the faculty member. The necessary form can be e-mailed directly to the professors for their ease of submission.
· A recommendation form from a faculty member from within the psychology department 
· A recommendation form from a faculty member outside of the psychology department 
Following a review of application materials, applicants who meet the necessary criteria will be interviewed by a pre-graduate school screening committee. This committee's recommendation, based on all the above noted criteria, will determine admission status into the B.S. degree track.
