Relational evangelism

» Evangelism that is intentional about
bringing the Good News to someone
in the context of a relationship

= A majority of believers have come
to faith in the context of a
network of friends and family

evangelism:

n Is step-by-step (but not the step-by-
step of the prophetic "the Bible says”
approach)

- Evangelism strategist George Hunter:

» "Conversion typically results from a chain’ of
experiences. The number of significant

experiences in that chain is typically about 30
links. “

- Relational evangelism creates those links

Relational or incarnational
evangelism:

1. Its intentional focus on friendship

places a high value on people

1. "Every person has a right to hear the
Gospel in a way that they can
understand” - Jim Rayburn, Young Life

2. Earns you the right to be heard

1. Relationship produces:
1. Respect
2. A sense of safety
3. Conviction that you care




m Recognizes God's prevenient

grace is always present

- Latin lesson: pre-venir = grace
that "comes before”

Relational speech

= Be simple

- Never underestimate other people’s
intelligence

- Never overestimate their knowledge
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Relational speech

= Makes Christ central .
- "My propositional truths are more
correct than your propositional truths”

m Looks to take conversation to a
deeper level

= Losing sight of the goal

- The human relationship becomes the
end

Where relational evangelism
can go wrong

m Assuming our ‘presence” is enough -
never using the content rail

- Danger: Giving the impression that we
are the source of our spiritual life




"I'm not going to suggest a new formula,
because . . . technigues aren’t the most
effective, especially for friends.

"Have you ever thought of looking more
deeply at the life of Jesus?

"If you live by the same priorities and
values that He had, you will find
evangelism happening naturally.
